Resolution A-101 New Mexico Medical Society Policy on Health
Information Technology and Health
Information Exchange Networks

RESOLVED that New Mexico Medical Society reaffirm its support for the
adoption of health information technology as an essential set of
tools to further the provision of efficient, timely and high quality
medical care and be accomplished in a manner appropriate for
each medical practice; and be it further

RESOLVED that New Mexico Medical Society reaffirm its support for devel-
opment of the infrastructure to make health information
exchange across various systems feasible, affordable and sustain-
able; and be it further

RESOLVED that New Mexico Medical Society policy affirms individual medi-
cal practices should have the right to choose specific health
information technology solutions, including electronic health
records and practice management systems, that best meet the
needs of each practice and its patients; and be if further

RESOLVED that New Mexico Medical Society supports the concept that
health information technology systems should adhere to current-
ly accepted interoperability standards; security and patient priva-
cy standards and that the use of systems provided by a specific
vendor not be required for participation in any governmental or
payer program; and be it further

RESOLVED that New Mexico Medical Society continue to actively work with
multiple local, state and national organizations, both public and
private, to promote health information technology adoption and
to develop the technological, political, financial, security and
legal structures necessary for successful health information
exchange; and be it further

RESOLVED that New Mexico Medical Society strongly encourage broad-
based community and governmental support and appropriate
funding for the adoption and ongoing use of electronic health
records and interoperable health information exchange net-
works.

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Report of Reference Committee B

B-1     Report of the Legislative Committee
The report reviewed NMMS involvement in the 2008 New Mexico legislative
session and commended John Anderson and Randy Marshall for their excellent
work. The report was filed.

B-2 Report of the New Mexico Medical Society Political Action
Committee

The report informed members that the San Juan County IPA gave $35,000 to
NEMPAC. The report was filed.

B-3 Report of the Liaison Committee to the Departments of Health 
and Environment

The report asked that NMMS members be encouraged to refer concerns regard-
ing public health or preventive medicine to the committee for consideration. The
report was filed.

B-4 Report of the Liaison Committee to Human Services
Department

The report reviewed the 2007 Medicaid physicians fee increase, the shortfall in
the 2008 Medicaid budget, changes in Medicaid eligibility and a request that
HSD and DOH partner with NMMS to address the state's health care provider
shortage. The report was filed.

B-5 Report of the Medical-Legal Committee
The report gave a statistical overview of the activities of the medical-legal panel,
the stability of the committee's work and expressed an urgent need for members
to participate in the panels. The report was filed.

B-6 Report of the Professional Review and Advocacy Committee
The report discussed the state's new Medicare Part B carrier, Trailblazer Health
Enterprises. The report was filed.

B-7 Report of the New Mexico Medical Society and New Mexico
State Bar

The report reviewed a meeting with the state's superintendent of insurance who
is interested in increasing the current limit of liability. The committee will be
active this year as it attempts to reach an agreement with the state bar regarding
the liability cap on the Medical Malpractice Act. The report was filed.

B-8    Report of the Liaison Committee to the University of New
Mexico School of Medicine

The report reviewed the opening of an office sponsored by NMMS, the medical
school and NM Health Resources to recruit and retain residents. The report also
reviewed a job fair for health professionals. The report was filed.

B-9 Report of the Ad Hoc Committee on Health Care Reform
The report reviewed 2008 legislative proposals, NMMS' guidelines for reform,
the Oregon reform plan, meetings of the ad hoc committee, and several NMMS
documents on reform. The report was filed.

Resolution B-200 Health Clinics in Commercial Establishments

RESOLVED that NMMS support the following AMA Policy H-160.921 related
to store-based health clinics as its policy:

1. It is AMA policy that any individual, company, or other entity
that establishes and/or operates store-based health clinics should
adhere to the following principles: 

a. Store-based health clinics must have a well-defined and
limited scope of clinical services, consistent with state scope of
practice laws. 

b. Store-based health clinics must use standardized medical
protocols derived from evidence-based practice guidelines to
insure patient safety and quality of care. 

c. Store-based health clinics must establish arrangements by
which their health care practitioners have direct access to and
supervision by MD/DOs, as consistent with state laws. 

d. Store-based health clinics must establish protocols for
ensuring continuity of care with practicing physicians within
the local community. 

e. Store-based health clinics must establish a referral system
with physician practices or other facilities for appropriate
treatment if the patient's conditions or symptoms are beyond
the scope of services provided by the clinic. 

f. Store-based health clinics must clearly inform patients in
advance of the qualifications of the health care practitioners
who are providing care, as well as the limitation in the types
of illnesses that can be diagnosed and treated. 

g. Store-based health clinics must establish appropriate sanita-
tion and hygienic guidelines and facilities to insure the safety
of patients. 

h. Store-based health clinics should be encouraged to use
electronic health records as a means of communicating
patient information and facilitating continuity of care. 

i. Store-based health clinics should encourage patients to
establish care with a primary care physician to ensure conti-
nuity of care.

The resolution was adopted.

Resolution B-201 Secretary of the Department of Health 

RESOLVED that the NMMS requests of the governor that the Secretary of the
Department of Health be an MD or DO licensed and in good
standing in the State of New Mexico or an MPH or equivalent
degree with experience in public health; and, also be it 

RESOLVED that the NMMS will support and assist the governor in his/her
search for an appropriate candidate to fulfill the position of
Secretary of the Department of Health should it become vacant. 

The resolution was adopted.

Resolution B-202      Use of Department of Health Website

RESOLVED that the NMMS DOH Liaison Committee evaluate the DOH
website for information of importance to clinicians; e.g., the list
of reportable conditions, the protocol for expedited partner ther-
apy or the forms necessary for reporting sexually transmitted dis-
ease, and create links from the NMMS website to this informa-
tion as a service for members; and, also be it 

RESOLVED that the NMMS DOH Liaison Committee evaluate the usefulness
of other programs of DOH such as the electronic medical record
program for linkage from the NMMS website.

Meanwhile, the licensure application fee for residents and
other new applicants who choose New Mexico as their
first state of licensure will be waived as of July 1 in an
effort to retain and recruit more residents to New Mexico. 

Recruiting Office Opens

HealthXnet utilization has increased in the 1st Quarter of
2008 by 34% over Q1 2007. Recent improvements in func-
tionality include the ability for users to edit their profiles and
retrieve lost passwords by email, and transitioning Blue Cross
Blue Shield of New Mexico's eligibility and claim status
inquiries to BCBSNM's new transaction processing system.

Users now have access to eligibility information from Mutual
of Omaha (Commercial), expanding HealthXnet's existing
ability to perform eligibility verifications with Aetna, Arizona
Medicaid, BCBS (nationwide), ChampVA, Cigna, Humana,
First Health, Lovelace, Mail Handlers, Medicare, Molina,
New Mexico Medicaid, Presbyterian, Texas Medicaid,
Tricare (Champus) and United Healthcare health plans.
HealthXnet is currently testing eligibility transactions with
additional payers.  

HealthXnet users can perform claim status verifications with
Blue Cross Blue Shield, Lovelace, Molina, and Presbyterian.
Access to additional payer claims status, including New
Mexico Medicaid, is planned to be released in 2008.

¢ Physician Payments
A 10.6% cut in payment for physician services to
Medicare patients is still scheduled to take place July 1.
There appears to be much momentum, however, to
stopping the cut and replacing it with a tiny increase.
The real problem is re-doing the Medicare payment for-
mula.

¢ Recovery Audit Contractors (RACs)
The Medicare Modernization Act (MMA) of 2003
required the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services
(CMS) to conduct a demonstration project using recov-
ery audit contractors (RACs) to identify underpayments
and overpayments and to recoup overpayments for the
Medicare Fee-For-Service Program. The demonstration
began in 2005 and ended March 27, 2008. The
demonstration was completed in New York, California
and Florida. The program is now permanent and
will expand nationwide by January 1, 2010. New
Mexico is among the first scheduled to come onboard.

The nation will be divided into four regions. Each
region will have a RAC to review provider and physi-
cian claims to determine if they were billed and paid
accurately. CMS has a website where additional infor-
mation can be found including an expansion map and
past status reports. The status reports include the
impact on physicians during the demonstration, lessons
learned and sample physician claim types where over-
payments were found. The CMS website is
www.cms.hhs.gov/rac.  

¢ NPI: May 23, 2008 — important date for claims and
cash flow. Old legacy numbers will not be accepted on
any electronic claims after May 23. Claims will only be
accepted with an NPI number. This deadline applies to
all payers both public and commercial.

¢ PQRI — Physicians Quality Reporting Initiative
You can still participate. Alternative reporting periods
and criteria for reporting have been enacted. Also, no
CAP on the 1.5% incentive payments. More informa-

The New Mexico Medical Board has modified the Medical
Practice Act to allow standing orders for the dispensing and
administering of vaccines in hospitals and nursing homes.
The orders must be approved or authorized by the institu-
tion's pharmacy and therapeutics committee and/or medi-
cal director. The change aligns state regulations with feder-
al guidelines that exempt the requirement of physician
orders in these facilities, and is seen as a way to improve the
state's incidence of influenza and pneumococcal vaccina-
tions. New Mexico numbers: 65% for influenza vaccina-
tions, 66% for pneumococcal vaccinations compared to
75% nationally for both. 

Vaccination numbers, meanwhile aren't all bad.  Latest
immunization data from the CDC shows a 7% gain in cov-
erage levels of children aged 19-35 months for the 4 DTaP,
3 Polio, 1 MMR, 3 HIB, 3 HepB and 1 Varicella series.  The
national average is 77.5%, New Mexico's latest data is
78.4% and is the highest among all western states.
